Tesfa in addition provides education to parents and the 

community to ensure sustainable networks for children and youth.   

Mike now challenges members of Resurrection Catholic Parish. He will match up to $10,000 to build a school in 

Ethiopia and has asked Resurrection School to become a sister school.
