CATHOLICS COME HOME 
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ñA CHRISTMAS CAROLò FOR 2010

When one thinks of the classic Charles Dickens’ story, ―A Christmas Carol‖, 

one thinks of a resurrection of sorts. It is the renewal and rebirth of a 

crotchety spirit who finds compassion and joy through the visits of four 

ghosts on Christmas Eve. At the end of the story a reader walks away feeling 

somewhat fulfilled, satisfied, that our main character has found something 

more than money to meet his needs; family, generosity, and perhaps even a 

sense of his own God-given dignity. 

 

But there is a powerful scene in the third stave of the story that haunts me. 

Many film versions omit this frightful scene, but I bring it to your attention 

here. To set the scene, Scrooge is traveling Christmas present with a 

monstrous and decadently clothed ghost. He has seen the Cratchit home and 

the lively party at the home of his own family. As he stands with the ghost, 

he sees something… 

 

ñFrom the foldings of its robe, it brought two children; wretched, abject, frightful, hideous, miserable. 

They knelt down at its feet, and clung upon the outside of its garmenté  

 

éThey were a boy and girl. Yellow, meager, ragged, scowling, wolfish; but prostrate, too, in their 

humility. Where graceful youth should have filled their features out, and touched them with its freshest 

tints, a stale and shriveled hand, like that of age, had pinched, and twisted them, and pulled them into 

shreds. Where angels might have sat enthroned, devils lurked, and glared out menacing. No change, no 

degradation, no perversion of humanity, in any grade, through all the mysteries of wonderful creation, 

has monsters half so horrible and dread.  

 

Scrooge started back, appalled. Having them shown to him in this way, he tried to say they were fine 

children, but the words choked themselves, rather than be parties to a lie of such enormous magnitude.  

 

ñSpirit! Are they yours?ò Scrooge could say no more.  

 

ñThey are Man's,ò said the Spirit, looking down upon them. ñAnd they cling to me, appealing from their 

fathers. This boy is Ignorance. This girl is Want. Beware them both, and all of their degree, but most of 

all beware this boy, for on his brow I see that written which is Doom, unless the writing be erased. Deny 

it!ò cried the Spirit, stretching out its hand towards the city. ñSlander those who tell it ye! Admit it for 

your factious purposes, and make it worse! And bide the end!ò  

 

The reason this scene haunts me as I read this classic tale each year is simple. It was written during the industrial days of 

19th century England; and yet, those wretched children of want and ignorance still live and sadly, thrive among us. With 

our grand technologies, our chemically altered super foods, and our echoing homes, we still breed a society of want and 

ignorance. How can this possibly be true in the most wealthy and ―progressive‖ nation in the world? When is each of us 

going to acknowledge the miserly, selfish humanity within and be resurrected, as Scrooge, to the values of family, 

generosity, and the God-given dignity of each human being? 

 

Lord, help us this coming year to stop hiding behind our wants and the comfort of our own homes. 

Guide us to answer your call to roll up our sleeves and reach into the robe. Reaching, so much more than seeing, 

is the only way to truly know the sadness of our world as more than a story. 

Help us to see firsthand the ills of society that we have allowed to grow amongst us.  

Truly, as we have done unto others, we have done unto You.

the parish office.
