While looking over some old college notes, I came across 

several passages that might merit some September 

ponderings. Here are three, all from the great William 

Shakespeare. King Lear reflects upon the betrayal of two 

of his daughters: 
       

  “How sharper than a serpent’s tooth it is to have a thankless child.” (cf. 

 “King Lear,” Act I, Sc. 4, ll. 290-291) 

Lest we fall into the sin of ingratitude, we must commit ourselves to fostering 

an attitude of radical gratitude for all God has given and done for us. 
 

A second passage: 

 “That light we see is burning in my hall. 

 How far that little candle throws his beams! 

 So shines a good deed in a naughty world. 

 (cf. “The Merchant of Venice,” Act V, Sc. I, ll. 89-91) 
 

Our world is quite naughty. Every good deed, no matter how small or 

seemingly insignificant, brings a ray of light into the dark world. Jesus 

challenges us to let our light shine. 
 

A third passage: 

 “But soft!  What light through yonder window breaks? 

 It is the East, and Juliet is the sun! 

  . . .  

 It is my lady, O, it is my love! 

 O that she knew she were!” (cf. “Romeo and Juliet,” Act II, Sc. 2. ll. 1-2, 10-11) 
 

Romeo was in love with Juliet and, at this point in the play, she did not know 

it. God is in love with us, and would “that we knew we were.”
