SEVEN LIFE RULES

Over the years a few guidelines have appeared. Here are seven of them.

BE TRUE TO YOURSELE This doesn’'t mean being true to
the masked self we show to the public, nor does it allow
selfishness or arrogance. It means to honestly admit who we
really are and then rely on the confidence that we are also
children of God. Admit failures and be humble in success.

IF YOU START A TASK, DO YOUR BEST TO FINISH IT.
We are on the right path in life if we show up each day where
we are supposed to be, to do what is required of us at that
stage of life.

START AND END EACH DAY WITH PRAYER. There is no
greater power than God; no one will love us as God does. God
gave us life and is there when we are called to eternity.
Regular daily prayer (simple talking with God) is the best
meditation or self-help a person can have.

HELP THOSE IN NEED ALONG THE WAY. All of what we
have and who we are is a gift from others. Who are we to deny
help to those in need? No matter how small or unknown our
help — it contributes to the common good.

ADMIT WEAKNESSES; GIVE CREDIT TO OTHERS. Life
becomes easier when we understand we have very little
control over other people or events. We were not put here to
save the world or to judge others — that’s Jesus’ job. Refusing
to admit we are wrong is a heavy burden to carry. If we're
right, it’s usually better to give the credit to someone else.

LOOK FOR A SILVER LINING IN EVERY CLOUD. The ease
or difficulty of our path in life is based not so much on the
people or events that come into our lives as it is on how we
view them (our attitude). Take the long view of things and give
people the benefit of the doubt. Be kind. Try not to worry —
things usually do get better.

ALWAYS TRUST IN GOD’S LOVE FOR US. This requires

patience and courage: patience to wait for God’s time to show
us the path to take, and courage to let God be God and
acknowledge our utter dependence on God.
